For your guidance atypical programme selection is set out
below. If you care to study this, decide on your own specific
raquirements and enter the required times in the brackets
provided. Please note it is not possible to programme each
day separately, once you have set your programme for
Monday to Friday for example, the timed periods will apply
through till Friday midnight.

You will notice there are four lights on the fascia of the
programmer. These lights are identified as Monday/Friday,
Saturday/Sunday. Heating and Hot Wataer, for future
refarence in these instructions Heating and Hot Water will
be referred to as service. The first two lights will indicate
which actual period of the week it is.

Example: The day is Tuesday the time is 1.30 p.m.

To set the programme simply follow the diagramatic
instructions.

Before proceeding please note. Ag you can have a Mon/Fri
programme and Sat/Sun programme you will need to
inform the ACL 2000 the day it is. The programmer

will then automaticaily switch to the weekly period e.g. on
Friday midnight it will automatically switch to Sat/Sun and
Sunday midnight switch to Mon/Fri.

The days of the week are programmed in numerical order.
e.g- Monday = 1, Tuesday = 2 etc. For your guidance the
ACL 2000 is provided with lights which indicate the

period and the service (HTG and/or H.W.) being
programmed. These light up when "Prog Set” is pressed.
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USER INSTRUCTIONS

Introduction

The ACL 2000 offers you the fellowing facilities:
facilities: :

1. Atimed On/Off Heating programme starting
Monday through to Friday inclusive.

2. A separate On/Off Heating programme
Saturday and Sunday inclusive.

. A timed On/Off Hot Water programme starting

Monday through to Friday inclusive.

3
CAA separate On/Off Hot Water programme

Saturday and Sunday inclusive.

5. Independent advance control over Heating and
Hot Water.

6. Manual switches offering independent control
over Heating and Hot Water, giving "Off”, once a
day, twice a day, and “On" selection.

7. A 24 hour digital clock display.

8. Programme protection in the event of mains
supply interruptions.

SWITCH ON MAINS SUPPLY

Start by entering the day of the week.

i.e. As per typical programme page 1.

Tuesday is day 2 of the week, the time is 1.30 p.m.
